The aim of the Cairn Terrier Relief Fund is to relieve the suffering and distress of Cairn Terriers in need of care and attention

To be included on our waiting list the following notes should be read and an undertaking given that you will adhere to the principles outlined.

Please read the conditions carefully, and, if they are acceptable to you, complete the enclosed form and return it to the Trustee detailed.

The dog should not be left alone for long periods.

If you have a dog through the CTRF YOU MAY NOT:-  BREED FROM IT, SELL IT, PASS IT ON TO ANYONE ELSE OR TAKE IT ABROAD EXCEPT FOR FAMILY HOLIDAYS

If you adopt a dog through the CTRF no papers will be given and it is a condition of transfer of ownership that the dog remains in your care unless alternative arrangements are agreed with the CTRF.

Upon adopting the dog you will be asked to make a donation which will go towards veterinary costs and the continuation of our work.

If you find that you cannot keep the dog (for whatever reason) it must be returned to the CTRF.  The only exception to this is if your Vet. advises that the dog is put down.  YOU MUST NOT GIVE IT TO ANY OTHER PERSON OR ANY OTHER ANIMAL WELFARE SOCIETY.

You will be responsible for veterinary care and inoculations for the dog’s lifetime unless otherwise agreed by the CTRF.

If accepted, you will stay on the waiting list for one calendar month, after which time your interest should be renewed monthly, either by writing, telephoning, texting or emailing the Trustee you registered with.  For Trustee’s contact details visit our website www.cairn-rescue.co.uk 

IF YOU FAIL TO CONTACT US AFTER ONE MONTH WE WILL ASSUME THAT YOU NO LONGER WANT A CAIRN FROM US. 

IF YOU ARE ACCEPTED ON THE WAITING LIST WE WILL NOT CONTACT YOU UNLESS WE HAVE A SUITABLE DOG FOR YOU.  
Above all remember, the dog is with us for a reason, abandoned, ill-treated, bereavement, etc.  It's not an easy job to begin with but, with patience, love and understanding, your Cairn will hopefully become a faithful companion.

If you obtain a dog from some other source, PLEASE let us know.  This saves a lot of wasted time making telephone calls, and avoids unnecessary expense.  Thank you for your interest.

Please remember that if you have very fixed ideas as to sex, colour or age, then it may be some time before we may be able to help you.  As all Cairns are special, we hope that you will keep an open mind on your requirements.

You may be required to make the necessary arrangements to visit the dog and to collect it.  In this way it might be possible to see and talk to the previous owners and discuss feeding habits, health, etc.

In an emergency the dog may be put into kennels, and in such cases you will need to make arrangements through the organisation to see it.

We are always prepared to listen and help with any problems you may have and it makes our work all the more rewarding to hear how your new dog is getting on.
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
